AH 11, 12, 13 & 14 are courses
in Western art for all students, and especially, for those who transfer to a UC
campus. AH 20A & 20B are courses in Western art for all students, especial-
ly for those who transfer to a CSU campus. After completing one of these
courses, students who enroll in a second course should follow the transfer
credit information listed under the specific courses below.
