Students may take up to 4 credit units of career CWEE.

CWEE 199G (non-transferable) General Work Experience
Education/Service Learning

are co-enrolled in a course that is offered in a Service Learning format.
CWEE 99G (transferable) General Work Experience Education/Service
Learning

For students who want to explore career opportunities and who want to trans-
fer the credit to a CSU. Work Experience credit is limited at some CSU cam-
puses - check with a counselor.

CWEE 199C - Career Work Experience

For students enrolled in career oriented majors this program provides work
experience directly related to the student's career major. Students who enroll
in Career Work Experience must be concurrently enrolled in one other course
that qualifies for the degree or certificate in their career major.
