All music theory and musicianship courses transfer to both the University of
California and the California State University, where the equivalent of two
years of music theory and musicianship are required at the lower division
level.

Upon
transfer to many four-year universities or music schools, students must take
placement exams in theory, musicianship and piano proficiency. Music majors
are also encouraged to take applied music and performance courses each
semester while at Cabrillo.
